What’s new in Crawford’s 2003?
· Over the years, each edition of Crawford’s has striven to offer greater value to its users, increasing the depth of information and broadening the scope of companies and advisers included within its pages. 

This edition is no exception to this tradition and we are pleased to be able to offer new sections containing information on foreign companies listed on the London Stock Exchange, both for fully listed companies and those on the AIM list. 

· The front of the Unquoted Companies now has Ofex listed companies presented for the first time as their own unique section. Since Ofex launched in 1995 Crawford’s has always included selected companies within its pages, however creating a separate section to show a fuller representation has resulted in the directory gaining an extra 82 listings from the Ofex list.

· Each year Crawford’s loses company listings through mergers, delistings and companies closing, all of which are highlighted within its pages with a brief description as to why the company has been removed. 

This year there have been 199 such removals from the directory, however through new companies floating and growth of other companies, this edition of Crawford’s has an additional 141 new listings within its Major Company sections, all of which are highlighted as such for users reference. 

These changes to the directory are reflected throughout the year on Crawford’s Online and as a result an ever increasing number of our readership are choosing to take annual licenses to the website as well as keeping the traditional hard copy on their desks.
